Abnormal Display

If the product feels cold to the touch, there may be a small “flicker” when it is turned on. This is normal, there
is nothing wrong with product.

This panel is an advanced product that contains millions of pixels. You may see tiny black dots and/

or brightly coloured dots (red, blue or green) at a size of 1 ppm on the panel. This does not indicate a
malfunction and does not affect the performance and reliability of the product.
